The human rights documentay film festival, One World Romania, reaches its 3rd edition in 2010.

Created in the first 2 years by the Czech Center, the festival is organised in 2010 by the same, together with the newly-founded ONE WORLD ROMANIA association.

The opening event will happen at the Romanian Atheneum, on March 17, from 19:00 on. Urma will be performing, and the entrance is free and invitation-based. (Invitations available on the website and at the Czech Center_.

One World Romania 2010 is bringing nearly 35 new and awarded documentaries, in 4 cinemas: Cinema Eforie, Cinema Union, Cinema Elvira Popescu and Noul Cinematoraf al Regizorului Român (a cultural project of Muzeul Taranului Roman). The screenings will be followed by debates, having as guests directors, producers and protagonists of the films presented, representatives of NGO's, film critics and diplomats. This  year, we are welcoming 18 guests from 7 different countries. Just like since our first years, the films are divided by thematic sections

SECTIONS: David vs Goliath, Global Workers, Square circles, Training our memory, Growing up, Objection your honour.

THE SPECIAL SCREENINGS will be debating the following themes: the “online revolution” of Iran,  the situation of Romanian immigrants, the rise and evolution of capitalism in Romania and the Republic of Moldova, the exploitation of poverty in Congo, the International Court in Hague and its trials.
